The LVNA board is working to compile a list of the most neglected areas in Lakewood Village, and we need
your help! Our goal is to identify the Top 10 Worst Spots in the neighborhood and share them with the City of
Sunnyvale to push for much-needed repairs and improvements.

What Issues Should You Report?

Look around Lakewood Village and let us know about areas that need attention, including but not limited to:

* Sidewalks that are cracked or unsafe

* Potholes that need filling

e Overgrown trees in need of trimming

* Abandoned vehicles that are taking up space

* Neglected properties that impact our community’s appearance

How to Submit a Report

The more reports we get, the stronger our case! You can submit issues in two easy ways:
1.Email us with specific details (exact addresses, descriptions, and photos if possible) at boardelvnasv.org.
2.Report directly to the City via Access Sunnyvale (https://sunnyvale.dynamics365portals.us). This officially

enters your complaint into the system. If you do this, let us know so we can help follow up!

3.Attend a City Hall meeting on a Tuesday to voice your concerns in person—this can make an even bigger
impact and catch their attention. If you choose this option, also file a claim on Access Sunnyvale to
strengthen your case.
